The final regular meeting of the Southern California Cadet Council in Cadet Year 2013-2014 was called to order at 7:09p.m. by Craig Doty, Council Secretary and Head Counselor at Bayview OPC (Club No. 1585).  Council President Gary Evans was unable to attend.  The Vice-President seat is currently vacant.
Opening Prayer and Devotion 

Devotions and prayer were presented by Bill Mulder, Head Counselor for Trinity CRC (Club No. 1512).  Bill spoke from Acts 2, reminding the council that the Holy Spirit does not always present Himself as “tongues of fire”.  Sometimes the Holy Spirit manifests Himself as a still small voice, or counsel of a Godly brother.  We counselors need to seek the Spirit and ask for His help and strength in doing God’s will – “leading young boys to Christ”.
Workshops
Bill challenged the membership with a “General Overview” of the Cadet ministry.  He focused the discussion on several key areas for counselors, especially head counselors to consider.

· Commitment – always a challenge, especially if the counselor himself is less than fully committed at all events; big and particularly small ones

· Priority – what is the highest priority in our hearts?  Serving the LORD, of course.  But what about other important areas, spouse, family, church, and work.  Balancing all these while leading a Cadet ministry demands our utmost attention, and prayer.  
· Resources – look “outside the box” for help.  Be creative in bringing Cadetting to the boys in new and challenging ways.

· Avoid “the rut” -  don’t do the same thing every year.  Shake it up.  Goes along with finding those resources which will make Cadets new and interesting.

· Communication – so important; but especially to keep the Cadet ministry in front of your local congregation.  The church will find it easier to support the ministry if they know what the club is doing.

One at-large council members attended – George Bell, Council Quartermaster 

Pinewood Derby
Andy Craven, Head Counselor for New Life PCA (Club No. 1561) reviewed the successes and challenges of the 2014 Pinewood Derby.  The net proceeds were $598.07.  He mentioned three main challenges which the council need to address for future derby races.
1. Printing licenses.  This issue was exacerbated by the registration process, where Cadets were allowed to leave the registration tables before completing the process.  The derby car would be weighed and marked, but the Cadet’s name, number, and club were not entered into the database.  Licenses which were subsequently printed did not contain all of the Cadets’ names.
2. Software configuration and Derby Functions.  The issue was primarily due to settings within one of the two computers.  Once these settings were correctly made, the computer functioned without trouble.  It is recommended some time be set aside at the council meeting immediately before the derby to test the race configuration with real names and data.
3. Software not registering cars for the Turkey races.  The software tracks the fastest car in each heat and stores that data to determine overall winners.  Some other method for determining and marking the turkey candidate cars need to be developed.
Andy thanked Gary Conrad and the other derby “professionals” for assisting.  Their input and guidance proved invaluable before and during the derby race.
Camporee Certification
Gary Conrad, Head Counselor for Crosspoint Church (Club No. 1531) presented the results of the Camporee Certification course hosted by Crosspoint Church.  Twenty-one Cadets and five counselors completed the half-day course, which is a requirement for the upcoming International Camporee.  It was noted that Elijah Fitch left early and needs to complete the final course before his certificate can be awarded.  Some clubs still need to register with the Corps office.  Bernie Gabrielse, Head Counselor for First URC of Chino (Club No. 1530) continues to make travel arrangements for the group.
Council Constitution
Craig Doty, Head Counselor for Bayview OPC (Club No. 1585) introduced the topic, and provided a brief background for the need for this updated constitution.  He noted the updated constitution is available on the council’s website. 
After the introduction, he proposed the following as a method to vote: 
1. Craig will email the constitution to all club head counselors

a. Head counselors distribute constitution to active counselors only (Art XIII, Sect. 1)

2. Clubs discuss and tally the vote prior to 31 July 2014

3. Head counselors provide a list to Craig not later than 1 August 2014, with the following information

a. Yes votes and names of counselors who voted

b. No votes and names of counselors who voted

4. Craig will tally the votes and compare the names with the Council roster to confirm eligibility of men who voted (Art. XIII, Section 1 stipulates “active SCCC members” vote to approve the constitution

a. Men whose counselor status cannot be confirmed will be discussed between Craig and the Head Counselor

5. Results of voting will be provided to EB prior to first council meeting of the 2014-2015 Cadet year and also to the full council at our first meeting.

6. If approved, the constitution would go into effect on 1 September 2014

7. If not approved, constitution will remain as is (1983 version) unless corrections can be made and another vote scheduled

The council concurred with this approach. 
Open Board Position - VP
Craig mentioned this Executive Board position remains open and solicited any active Cadet counselor who was interested to contact any Executive Board member.
Rocket Launch
Gary Conrad explained the rocket launch, what attending clubs need to bring and what will be provided.  Clubs are welcome to arrive on Friday, May 30th.  Most likely there will be a bonfire and a movie shown.  The launch will take place on Saturday, May 31st, beginning about 8:00am.  There is still a need for a confirmed port-a-potty to be onsite.  Information and a map to the location are on the council website.  No pre-registration is required, but don’t forget the rockets, motors, igniters and wadding!
Reports

President’s Report.  None was provided.
Secretary Report.  Craig distributed the draft 2014-2015 Council Schedule.  He noted the four standing meetings.  Also, he noted that Escondido URC will host the 2014 Field Day at Calvin Christian High on December 6th.  
Gary Conrad volunteered to host the first Council meeting at Crosspoint on August 28th.  He also asked if Crosspoint could host the 2015 Pinewood Derby instead of the rotation at Bellflower Bethany.  Ernesto Garcia, Counselor at Sun Valley (Club No. 1563) volunteered to host the February 2015 council meeting on 5 February.

Quartermaster Report.  George Bell (at large Executive Board member and Council Quartermaster) stated that the Cadet Corps provides a PDF version of the Cadet Sunday bulletin covers.  
The council discussed the recent change in derby rules that prohibited pre-drilled axles.  It was unanimous to return to pre-drilled axles for the derby cars.  Any club which chooses to use non-drilled axles can order them from George.

Clubs can order all rocketry equipment, including motors, igniters, etc. from Estes at their website.  Using the promotion code for Southern California Cadet Council can give the ordering club a discount.
Treasurer Report. Dave Lewis provided an updated report before the meeting.  The report is posted online.  The current checking balance is about $5,861.84 and accounts receivables are $2,975.50. Clubs with balances due were encouraged to remit payment to Dave Lewis.  

DCE Report.  

Craig presented one Head Counselor stripe to Brad Peterson of Bellflower Bethany (Club No. 1518).  He also presented three Counselor stripes.
Congressman Report.  Matt Gabrielse, Counselor at First URC of Chino and Council Congressman explained a vote called for by the Cadet Corps office.  The vote would allow Article II of the Corps Constitution to be changed to stipulate inclusion of the Westminster Confession.  The vote to approve as unanimous.
Gary Conrad encouraged clubs to consider nominations for the Blue Star award for counselors which go above and beyond.  Guidance for nominations are on the Cadet Corps website.  Nominations should be submitted in writing to either council congressman.

New Business

Cadet Day at Petco (July 5th vs. Giants).  Craig introduced this item noting that as a fundraiser the Padres are giving the council almost a 50% discount off the face value.  Craig encouraged any club that wishes to participate to contact him soon since reservations with the Padres must be made in May to hold our lower level right field location.
Next Council Meeting.  The next meeting will be hosted by Crosspoint CRC.  The date will be Aug 28th, 2014.

After thanking the counselors from Trinity CRC for hosting our meeting, Gary Conrad closed with prayer for the ministry to the boys in our clubs, the decisions and plans made tonight, and traveling mercies at 9:12p.m.  The council concluded the meeting by singing the Cadet Hymn.
